28" August 2011 Twenty Second Sunday of Ordinary Time

James and Peter. Before we start on today’s’ gospel, lets go to another occasion in
the gospel. Jesus has been telling a parable about servants being ready for their
master’s return. Peter asks ‘Lord, do you mean this parable for us, or for
everyone?’ Jesus replies ‘what sort of steward then, is faithful and wise enough for
the master to place him over his household, to give them their allowance of food at
the proper time?’

A good question, judging by our first reading. Shebna was master of the Kings
palace, the highest position in the land, with the responsibility of caring for the
inhabitants. Instead, Shebna was more interested in having a magnificent tomb
carved for himself in the rock. Shebna got the sack. Eliakim, his successor, with
the key of House of David on his shoulders, also ended up in disgrace.

So would Peter, being appointed steward of Gods household, the Church which
Jesus would build, do better than his ancestors? The odd thing is that Jesus,
declaring that Peter would be head of the Church to come, knew that Peter would
let him down before that time came. After the conversation in today’s gospel, Jesus
began to teach his Disciples that he would suffer, die and rise again. Peter
immediately took issue with this: ‘Lord, this must not happen to you!” Jesus told him
off, for thinking not Gods way, but mans. Later, there was the occasion when Peter
denied three times that he knew Jesus. So how then, did he become the Faithful
and wise steward that Jesus was looking for?

The answer is, by Gods grace. Let’s look at grace in today’s gospel. Peter says
‘You are the Christ, the Son of the living God.’ Jesus replies ‘It was not flesh and
blood that revealed this to you, but my Father in Heaven.’ In other words, it was by
grace, God reaching out to Peter and inspiring his reply.

After the Resurrection, by the Sea of Galilee, Jesus asked Peter three times if he
loved him, and told him to feed his sheep and his lambs. Jesus was confirming
Peter’s role as steward, and showing that Peter was reinstated in spite of past
failures.

So what steward is faithful and wise enough for the master to place him over his
household? The one who realises his weakness and looks to God for strength.
Look at the Day of Pentecost. We're familiar with the fact that from being rather
timid and frightened, the Disciples became bold and courageous, able to proclaim
the truth about Jesus to the crowds. What had happened to them? As the Holy
Spirit came down on them, they had a new realisation that it was Gods strength,
Gods power that counted, and that if they relied on him, he would work through
them to achieve his purposes.

We've been concentrating on Peter, because along with Jesus, he is the main
character in today’s gospel. But as Jesus continues to build his Church, we are all
called to look to God for strength to play our part in his work
